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T
he early church revival fire was burning 
not only in the temple but also in every 
house  — Act. 5:42 

In fact, that revival filled the whole city of 
Jerusalem — Act 5:28 

From scriptures, we understand that the 
month of June and July constitute the midst 
of the year, with five months on either side of 
the divide — Hag. 1:1/ Hag. 2:1

We discover that the midst of the year is 
ordained a season of spiritual awakening, in 
God's agenda, as it is written, “REVIVE thy 
work in the MIDST OF THE YEARS, in the 
midst of the years make known (your 
power)” — Hab. 3:1-2/6.

However, according to the book of Haggai, 
the spirit of God's people was stirred up in 
the month of June to begin to engage in the 
work of the Lord as a priority — Hag.1:1-14

But what is the target of this prophetic 
Season? — 1Cor. 14:8 

Ø Massive salvation and ingathering of souls 
into church —Dan. 12:3/  Jhn. 15:8

Ø Cell growth and replication, where each 
cell is required to birth minimum one new 
cell within the season — Exo. 18:21-24/   
Act. 5:42

Ø Everyone to target at least one established 
soul both in the cell and the church this 
season — Psa. 2:8/ 1Cor. 9:20-22 

Ø We must keep our faith alive to secure the 
hand of God towards the realization of this 
prophetic agenda both as individuals and 
as a church — Isa. 53:1/ 1Kgs. 8:15/        
Mat. 9:29 

Therefore, in line with Biblical timelines, the 
period of June – July 2026 is hereby 
declared a season of spiritual awakening 
that will lead to explosive church growth and 
supernatural change of story for all engaging 
individuals.  

We must rise up to the demand of this 
operation so as to see it delivered because 
no divine plan is ever fulfilled without a drive 
— Hab. 2:1-3

Someone may ask, but who is my 
neighbor? 

Ø Anyone you are in a position to help in any 
area(s) of his need is your neighbor                                   
— Luk. 10:29-37

Ø This includes, your neighbours where you 
live, relatives, friends, colleagues at work, 
business partners, professional colleagues 
and anyone you have any form of 
relationship with who may not be saved yet.

The marching order as gleaned from parable 
of the good Samaritan is to 'Go and do 
likewise' that is, go and show mercy on the 
challenged in our neighbourhood for the 
purpose of bringing such out of their 
predicaments to meet with Christ for their 
supernatural change of story.

What does this entail?

Ø Reach out to a neighbour in need for the 
purpose of bringing him out of his crisis to 
Christ  — Luk. 10:36-37 

Ø Reach out to a neighbour in need for the 
purpose of the salvation of his soul         
— Jn. 1: 46

Ø Reach out to a neighbour in crisis so as to 
bring him to Christ who will give him rest                                
— Mat. 11:28-29 

Ø Reach out to a neighbour for the purpose 
of rescue from the siege of the wicked                                       
—Isa.49:24-26 

Ø Reach out to a neighbour in need for the 
purpose of seeing his trials turned into 
testimonies  — Mak. 2:1-12 

Ø Reach out to every embattled Winner for 
the restoration of their Joy, Peace and 
breakthroughs — Isa. 51:11 

As we all know, the greatest need of man is 
the salvation of his soul, which entitles him 
to having all his needs met — 2 Cor. 5:17 

As it is written “He that spared not his own 
Son, but delivered him up for us all, how 
shall he not with him also freely give us all 
things”? — Rom. 8:32.

We may not know how easy to lead anyone 
to Christ, until we reach out to a neighbor for 
that purpose, because no one ever rejects a 
pure-motive love. 

Furthermore,  a man in need  will naturally 
jump at any helping hand and because 
multitudes are in the valley of decision with 
some considering taking their own lives, we 
shall see many rescued and multitudes 
turned to the Lord — Joel 3:13/ Jude 22-23. 
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
